The Lord has done miraculous things in our reservations of flights, car rental,
and the house rental for this trip. Dan has been in the habit of watching Sky
Scanner daily for flights, and they have been running about $1240 a piece. But

a couple of days before Thanksgiving, he noticed the flights were running $416
each! He could hardly believe it. He went to the actual airline website, and
the flights were really $416. He booked the flights immediately and then came downstairs to tell me. When
he showed me the cost of the flights was $1248, | said, “Ok, that’s times three, right?” He replied, “No, that’s
the total cost. I’'m still trembling over it.” So, the Lord saved us about $2500 in flights!




More great news: In October we had asked if anyone wanted to help cover the cost of printing Andrew
Wommack’s book, Spirit, Soul, & Body. The translation had just been approved and
we needed $2500. We asked, and you helped! $3100 came in!

They were able to use a printer in Croatia, and it only cost $1700! The rest of the
money is going toward printing more copies of already translated books, like Ken-

neth Hagin’s, The Believer’s Authority, and Healing Scriptures.

We are continuing to study the Word and prepare for ministry in Slovenia. Now that we have gotten better

The Slovene culture seems to have cold, lifeless traditions that the older
people are entrenched with. The younger generation seems to be secular
and unaware of who Jesus is. There is a small percentage of believers in the
country but we desire to see that number increase greatly.
