We have
been discussing how to do this for several years now, but everything has finally fallen into
place.

By the end of 2019 we will launch an online video Bible training site for Slovenia. We are
currently planning the content and site name. We have already been given permission from
Keith Moore’s ministry to put Slovene subtitles on his Faith School videos and to use them on
the Slovene website. We are also in contact with Andrew Womack’s ministry and waiting for
their approval, plus we have contacts with Joyce Meyer Ministries that we need to explore
further.




| This website will be available for all the churches, leaders, and people of Slovenia. We plan to have
videos for specific topics that will help train the believers so they can feel confident in leading home
~h groups and eventually starting new churches. There will also be material for new believers to access
| that will teach them basic Bible topics.
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While in Kobarid, Slovenia we
recorded 15 short videos for
the internet. We covered

) topics like prayer, covenant,

love, giving, joy, and healing.
Veronica even read the
sinners prayer for one of the
videos. Andrej Zelenjak, who
has the studio in his home,
will be the main person
putting everything together
for this website.

The biggest expense for the website project is the translating and
subtitling of the videos. Some of the videos will be recorded here in
Slovenia with an English-speaking minister and a Slovene translator
side-by-side. But the videos from American ministries will require
someone to translate them from English into Slovene and then add
the subtitles. We think subtitling the videos is the best and fastest
option. Many of the Slovenes understand English and would like to
improve their skills by listening to the messages in English. The
subtitles will help them understand anything they don’t know in
English.
